Men’s Epee 3 & 4 check-in closes 13.00, on piste by 13.15 for checks,
fencing starts at 13.30.

Women’s Epee 3 & 4 check in closes 13.15, on piste by 13.30 for
checks, fencing starts at 13.45.

Foil and Sabre: Sunday 11th January 2026

Men’s and Women’s Foil 1 & 2* check in closes 08.30, on piste by
08.45 for checks, fencing starts at 09.00.

Men’s and Women's Sabre 3 & 4* check in closes 09.00, fencing
starts at 09.30.

Men’s and Women'’s Foil 3 & 4 check in closes 13.00, on piste by
13.15 for checks, fencing starts at 13.30

Men’s Sabre 1 & 2 check in closes 13.00, fencing starts at 13.30.
Women'’s Sabre 1 & 2 check in closes 13.15, fencing starts at 13.45
Only when entry numbers are known, will the timetable for the events be
confirmed. However the day for the events will be unchanged.

The competition will run on 20 pistes.

Depending on the number of entries, it may not be possible for fencers to
compete at Foil and Sabre in all categories.
